STORM WATER DEPARTMENT

[bookmark: _GoBack]Steve Sherwood: Thank you Mr. President, just want to report to you Lochmueller does not have a contract back to us at this meeting I got off the phone with him prior to the meeting says it looks like we will have it for the next meeting on the 22nd. This is to reflect the $102,000.00 fee we discussed at the last meeting concerning the Fuquay/Tanglewood project for the structures in Fuquay Road to finish the design of basically getting the permitting and the engineering right of way agreements to finalize that work so it can be put out to bid. Next item I have to report to the Board are the MS4 annual report needs to be done and submitted to IDM prior to April 1st deadline, Barbi is working on it most diligently I should have the sheet for our MS4 Operator Bob Johnson be the Commissioner that was authorized to be the MS4 Operator I should have that signed prior to or at the next meeting. In regards to the IDM we have discussed in a few meetings they’re still waiting for IDM to approve their new general permit, again once that is approved we will update our ordinance we’re waiting for them to finalize the new permit because it will have some changes in it of the work that we will have to do. I did have a discussion with one Commissioner over something we want to add to the new Storm Water Ordinance and that was the addition of Storm Water Quality Units, I had this discussion with our Council prior to the meeting that that would probably be the best time to add that to our new ordinance upgrade while we are upgrading everything else. Storm Water Quality Unit will basically be an 80% total suspended solid separator which is basically what the State will require when we use on site clean water or a Storm Water Quality Cleansing Units instead of using the retention basin to let the storm water discharge and the dirt filter out. This came up recently on a Casey’s being installed on Bell Road, High Pointe Centre, the consultant was in Indianapolis based, and they just volunteered to do one because that is what their law requires up around Indianapolis. I was talking with Commissioner Saylor that we need to probably incorporate this on other condensed commercial sites to try and intercept and keep the water quality clean when it goes directly into the storm water system even if it does go into a down stream retention basin, we had some concerns about fuel leaking and getting in the system, we’ve been making them put a shut off valve when they have this type of system that will isolate the spill and keep it contained in the parking lot and not have to get downstream through our structures into the retention basins. With that all I have, I see Joe is in the audience, Joe do you have anything?

Joe Grassman: I do not.

Steve Sherwood: That is all I have for the Board unless you have any questions of me.

President Bob Johnson: Councilor, do you have anything?

Morrie Doll: We are taking the deposition of Mr. Pruitt on Wednesday morning and his sister in the lawsuit over Anderson Road and I can report back to you when the deposition is finished.

Steve Sherwood: I have taken Councilor to the site so he would get a full understanding of everything and not just look at it on paper; he has been to the actual site to defend our status.

President Bob Johnson: That’s the ground clear one, am I mistaken?

Jason Baxter: The Round-Up.
